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PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE 

During the past year the Vincentians of the Phoenix Diocesan Council visited some 60,000 homes, 
devoted more than half a million hours to their labors of love and provided more than $4 million in  
direct aid to those in need. 
 
While these numbers are impressive their real significance lies in the fact that they represent your  
caring encounters with the poor as you performed your miracles of personal compassion. They speak 
eloquently of those grace-inspired times throughout the year when you were the hands and feet, the 
eyes, ears, voice and, yes, the smiling face of Christ as you answered the phone, sorted the food, 
stocked the shelves, packed the food boxes, visited the poor in their homes and prayed with them.   
 
As the basic unit of our Society, our conferences form the enduring foundation of our service to the 
needy.  The quiet, often unseen work you do on a daily basis is tremendously significant – in the eyes 
of God, in the eyes of those you serve, and in the eyes of so many of your fellow parishioners whose 
prayers, generosity and volunteer time enable us to fulfill our mission. 
 
Your ceaseless and selfless efforts to provide help and restore hope to those who so desperately 
need it are an exceptional gift to your communities, just as each of you is an exceptional gift to St. 
Vincent de Paul.  Through our service we give others a glimpse of Jesus and bring to life Christ’s  
universal message of love.  
 
Vincentians are privileged to share a marvelous vision of the love of God extended to all His children.  
We have reason to be very grateful for the good fortune to be a part of that process, serving the poor 
and seeing Christ in them which is the essence of Vincentian spirituality.  Our former President  
General Pierre Chouard described the poor as a sacrament for us because Jesus is present in them 
in a way He is nowhere else.  And there is no better measure of our spirituality than our love and 
sense of justice for the poor. 
 
Christian servanthood is a decision to live the life of Jesus.  It has nothing to do with our feelings and 
everything to do with our actions.  Our Lord understands the difficulties we frequently face in doing His 
work.  Every moment of our efforts on behalf of His children in need – including the weariness, the 
frustration, the anxiety – is blessed by God.  I think of His boundless gratitude as the perfect incentive 
for patience and perseverance on our part. 
 
The unglamorous, seldom-noticed works of mercy central to our mission embody the lifestyle of the 
kingdom of God.  How blessed we are to be intimately involved with something so close to the heart 
of Him who has called us to continue His own ministry to the poor.  
 
It is a great joy for me to contemplate what I call our magnificent challenge as Vincentians:  To share 
every day in every possible way with our brothers and sisters in Christ the wonderfully unconditional 
love of God. 
 
The exemplary love of neighbor you display each day transforms the lives of those you serve, while 
transforming your own life as well.  That is what our Vincentian vocation is all about.  That is what St. 
Vincent and Blessed Frederic were all about.  And that is an inspiring thing to think about.

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Are you “only” a volunteer? 

Traveling across the Diocese visiting with  
Vincentians, Conferences and conducting 
training classes, I am often confronted with or 
overhear statements related to volunteering 
that are aimed at explaining why things cannot 
or should not be done according to our Rule, 
Bylaws, procedures and/or guidelines. Well-
meaning Vincentian leaders and members fre-
quently respond to challenges or inquiries by 
chanting a dismissive phrase such as, “You 
cannot expect this of volunteers” or “You have 
to remember these people are only volun-
teers.” These statements, which on the surface 
may seem harmless, have tugged at my heart 
for several months.  
 
As I considered these statements, questions  
immediately come to mind. Exactly what is it 
that we can expect of volunteers? As members 
of the Society would we do more if we were 
paid? Is it fitting to expect more of SVdP em-
ployees than we do of ourselves? And finally, 
what does being a volunteer have to do with 
being a Vincentian? The strength of the Catho-
lic Church and of our Society is deeply rooted 
in the courage, faithfulness and dedication of 
volunteers. God’s call is in no way mediated or 
predicated upon our membership or salaried 
status. The Church was founded by countless 
numbers of volunteers who were called to lay 
down their very lives for the faith without pay. 
 
Likewise, our Society was also founded by  
Volunteers, and continues to thrive because of 
the commitment of millions of Vincentians who 
give their time and talents freely without finan-
cial compensation or consideration. To this 
day, no employee of SVdP may serve as an  
officer at any level of our Society. Although the 
Society does have some volunteers who help 

with special projects, the vast majority of our 
work is conducted by our members. I guess in 
some ways all Vincentians are volunteers, but 
we are more than that. Being a Vincentian is a 
vocation, and that vocation calls us to a way of 
life that challenges us to die to self in service to 
Christ through service to our brothers and sis-
ters. 
 
Vincentians are not only called to see Christ in 
one another and in those whom we serve, we 
are also called to see Christ in the more mun-
dane tasks of running our conferences and 
councils. Jesus is present in all of our work, in 
the dirty dishes, in the disorganized pantry, in 
our reports, and in our very willingness to fol-
low the decisions that are based on the con-
sensus model that serves as the backbone of 
our Society. What then can we expect of Vin-
centians? We can expect everything. 
 
At every level of service, our Vincentian re-
sponse must be worthy of the call we have re-
ceived. God is the true author and animator of 
our work. As Vincentians, we must constantly 
remind ourselves to be grateful that He has 
chosen to invite us into His work. Let us not 
look for ways out of compliance or work, but 
rather to find new ways to grow in all aspects 
of service. May we never forget that paid or un-
paid, leader or follower, young or old; we have 
been called by name to be faithful servants of 
the Lord. And, may we always respond to our 
tasks in a manner that is worthy of our call and 
our God. May we respond by telling all who will 
listen that we are not just a volunteer, we are a 
Vincentian.

Everyone is a part of the mystical body.  We belong to each other.  Not even in the animal kingdom, 

do we hear of one animal being insensitive to the sufferings of another.  It is impossible that one part 

of a person’s body is injured, hurt, or attacked without the other parts being painfully aware of this.  

It is inconceivable!  All of our members are so united and interconnected that damage done to one 

part is damage done to all.  A fortiori, Christians who are members of the Body and of each other 

should share the sufferings of each other.  It is impossible for anyone to be a Christian and not see the 

afflictions of our brothers and sisters.  Nor is it possible for a Christian not to weep with them, nor to 

suffer with them.  Whoever does not respond to the cries of the poor is lacking love.  This person is a 

“Christian” in name only since they lack even the most basic of human qualities.  To live like this is 

to be less than an animal. 
“On Charity,” May 30, 1659 
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Catholic Charities Community Services offers free tax prepa-
ration to make the season less taxing on those in need.  
Catholic Charities is an IRS-certified Volunteer Income Tax 
Assistance (VITA) provider. The agency provides free tax 
preparation to individuals and families with low-moderate  
incomes through trained, IRS-certified volunteers.  
“Too often we see those in need pay hundreds of dollars to 
have their taxes prepared. Unfortunately, they don’t always 
receive all the credits for which they qualify,” said Margo 
Brown, Paths of HOPE coordinator for Catholic Charities. 
“Many people do not realize they qualify for the federal earned 
income tax credit. We work to make sure those who come to 
us receive the maximum return for which they qualify.” 
Families with children and household incomes under $49,000, 
and individuals with incomes under $14,000, may qualify for 
the earned income and other tax credits and deductions.  
“The maximum earned income tax credit is nearly $5,700. 
Coupled with our free Paths of HOPE financial education, the 
earned income tax credit can be a valuable tool in helping 
those in need to permanently improve their lives,” said 
Brown. 
 
Brown shared the story of a homeless single mother of two 
who used her earned income tax credit to purchase a home 
in just five years. The first year she received the credit, the mother purchased a reliable car so she could 
obtain a better paying job and begin establishing credit. The following years, she saved her tax credits for 
a down payment on a house. She now owns her own home and has volunteered to help others with their 
taxes. 
 
“Her story is an example of how important this service can be to vulnerable individuals and families,” said 
Brown. “We hope those who take advantage of our free tax preparation will also be interested in partici-
pating in Paths of HOPE, where they can learn to take control of their finances and work towards long-
term prosperity.”   
 
Catholic Charities’ VITA efforts are part of Paths of HOPE, a Catholic Charities program to help  
vulnerable individuals and families to permanently improve their financial situations and their lives through 
a continuum of financial education, skill and resource building, planning and mentorship. 
 
Catholic Charities’ free tax preparation begins Feb. 1 and continues through April 15. Last year, Catholic 
Charities volunteers assisted 423 low-moderate income families and individuals to receive more than 
$450,397 in tax refunds.

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It happened during the second week of December that a little lady came to our  
Vincentian Services office here in Kingman, asking for help.  In talking with her, 
something did not seem right; many people come to us at this time of year  
requesting a “bus ticket home,” and it is impossible for us to honor all these  
requests.  However, we do listen carefully to each story to learn why each one 
wants to leave town.  This particular guest seemed at a loss for many details she 
should have known. 
 
Consulting with my partner, Marlene, we decided to call the police; my feeling was that this lady may 
be a missing person, and the police would have access to those files.  We assured her she was not in 
any trouble, gave her a sack lunch and sat her in our pantry next door to the office.  Volunteer Cora 
kept her company. 
 
As it turned out, the first thing she told the police officer was “I am a missing person,” and he was able 
to have dispatch search their records for the details of her disappearance.  Fortunately,  someone in 
Northern California had filed a report, and the police officer was kind enough to call that facility and let 
us speak to a worried volunteer at the Hands of Hope shelter where the guest had stayed every night 
until her recent disappearance.  She had been abused, robbed and victimized, and left alone in King-
man after a wild ride through California, Nevada and Arizona.   
 
We were able to purchase a bus ticket home for her, but the departure was much later in the day, and 
we were due to close soon.  After speaking with several agencies and churches that refused to get 
involved, our local Kingman Aid to Abused People came to our office, picked her up, gave her a room 
for the afternoon, and delivered her to the bus stop, carrying her worldly belongings in a suitcase we 
had given her, along with her little service dog, and with a note pinned to her jacket.  
 
Two days later we received a call that she had arrived in Sacramento after a 12-hour trip and two lay-
overs, and had been picked up by volunteers from the shelter. Thank God the Holy Spirit inspired us 
to think “out of the box” for this guest! What a happy ending to this story of a Christmastime journey!

The 2nd Regular Session of the 50th Arizona legislature convened in early January.   
 
VOP will continue to follow legislation and budgeting at the local, state and national level and work 
with decision-makers in areas affecting those we serve.  VOP anticipates that in view of the current 
economic conditions and related budgetary constraints, our primary role in 2012 will again be able 
to speak out for the preservation and restoration of social services to help low-income Arizona 
households remain sustainable. 
 
The VOP 2012 Legislative Agenda was approved at the January 18

th
 SVDP Diocesan Council 

meeting.  The priority areas for advocacy include: 
 

Housing and Homelessness - advocate for utility and housing programs for low-income  
        families we serve 
 
Income and Assistance - work to encourage nutrition, job training, child care, tax credits and                    

                  consumer protection from predatory lending 
 
Health Care - advocate for restoring crucial AHCCCS services recently cut 
 
Immigration - monitor existing and proposed local and state laws 
 
Prisoner Re-entry - advocate for rehabilitation programs that deduce recidivism 

 
Other issues may arise as new bills are introduced and evaluated in light of the possible impact on 
those SVDP serves. 
 
Current issues of interest and review include: 
 

Flat Tax – Although no bill has been introduced to date, it is widely anticipated that some form 
of flat tax, similar to the one introduced during the last session (HB2636), will be filed during 
this session.  A typical flat tax is regressive and usually impacts the poor and marginalized 
most heavily. 

 
SB1060 is a bill which would allow school districts to opt out of the federal program to offer free 

and reduced-price lunches for needy students.  VOP is studying this bill and will provide ad-
ditional information shortly. 

 
VOP meetings normally take place on the last Monday of each month at 3:30 PM.  The next 
scheduled meetings will be on January 30

th 
and February 27th.  Meetings are held at St. Francis 

Xavier Parish Center, 4715 N Central Ave.  All Vincentians are welcome and encouraged to  
attend.
