Vincentian Pilgrimage

On September 21,1 flew to Paris and met with 25 other Vincentians from
around the country to learn about our Vincentian Heritage. Sr. Kieran,
from the National office and a Daughter of Charity, was our

official tour guide.

On the first morning, we boarded the bus that would be transporting us to
all our destinations. Our first stop was St. Joseph de Carnes, a favorite
church of Frederic Ozanam. When Frederic died, a friend of his, Father
Lacordaire, had been able to use
entombed in the crypt there. We were blessed to celebrate Mass in this
crypt, right next to Fredericbs t
Good Samaritan (see picture at right). At the conclusion of the Mass, the
priest invited us to enter into another crypt, one holding the remains of
martyred priests and bishops from the Revolution.

Next we traveled to St. Sulpice, another of the churches Frederic enjoyed attending. From there, we walked

to the first meeting place of the Society of St. Vincent de Paul, the newspaper office of Emmanuel Bailly.
Finall vy, we strolled over to the Sorbonne, a site of
studies there and later, after receiving a law degree, he pursued a degree in literature from the Sorbonne.

Years later Frederic was to become a distinguished Professor of Literature on this very campus.

We then walked among the beautiful flowers and trees and viewed a lovely lake in the Luxemburg Gardens.
Frederic and his wife, Amelie, had rented an apartment across from and frequently strolled through these
Gardens. Frederic was known to cut through here on his way to and from the Sorbonne. We visited and
learned many amazing facts about the Notre Dame Cathedral including: building of the Cathedral was
begun in 1163 and not completed until 1280; St. Vincent and St. Louise were known to have prayed there;
Napoleon was crowned emperor in 1804; and Frederic was Beatified there on August 22, 1997 by Pope John
Paul Il during World Youth Day.

The next morning we visited the Motherhouse of the Daughters of
Charity, attending Mass at the Chapel of Our Lady of the Miraculous
Medal. This Chapel is where our Blessed Mother appeared to St.
Catherine Laboure. It holds the incorrupt remains of St. Catherine
Laboure and the actual heart of St. Vincent de Paul (see picture at
. lefy).

We toured the streets of the Mouffetard District where Sister Rosalie
