Safe Environment/Called to Protect  

Renewals Due Now 

 
 

All Vincentians must comply with the Phoenix  
Diocesan Safe Environment Training requirements. 
According to the Diocesan policies, all Vincentians 
must take a renewal class annually. The policy reads 
as follows:  
 

Each year thereafter (after taking the ini-
tial Called to Protect for Ministries class,  
Volunteers should complete their renewal 
SET training by May 31 of the year. For 
purposes of this sections, the tern 
“Volunteer” shall  
include: a) Every adult volunteer serving 
in any capacity that focuses on minors  b) 
Every adult volunteering in food pantries 
or meal service  c) Every adult providing 
ministerial services in private homes d) 
Every adult  
ministering service in an after school pro-
gram. (Revised Policy 7/2011 pg. 6) 

 
Renewal classes may be taken online at 
www.safeenvironmenttraining.org or in a scheduled 
renewal class. Conferences may also contact their par-
ish Called to Protect coordinator and have a renewal 
class conducted during one of their regular conference 
meetings. Please note that the Called to Protect year 
runs on a school not a regular yearly calendar and so 
renewals must be completed between August 1st and 
May 31st of each school year. Because Vincentians 
have person-to-person conduct with individuals and 
families in and outside of our parishes, all Vincentians 
must complete a yearly renewal.  Let each of us com-
mit to meeting this requirement and to helping insure 
the safety of all God’s children.

poor.  Servant leadership is done in imitation of Jesus who said:  ‘For the Son of Man came not to be served but to 
serve and give His life as a ransom for many.’ ” 

 

Blessed Frederic Ozanam believed our Society’s existence and growth was a miraculous matter guided by the hand of 
God.  In my view one of the most important manifestations of providential assistance over these many years is  

exemplary leadership, starting with Frederic and his founding companions.  From those first days in the midst of severe

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Vincentian Fresh Perspectives 

Who says decorating a home with 
quality artwork has to be expen-
sive???  The artists who have creat-
ed beautiful pieces of artwork for our 
home makeovers can prove that with 
a bit of cardboard, paint, brushes, 
and a lot of creativity, rooms can be 

transformed into bright and colorful places that are 
an inviting place to be.   
 
One of the ideas behind Vincentian Fresh Perspec-
tives is to brighten the homes of those families we 
are helping to give them a new and “fresh perspec-
tive” on life.  Most of the projects that are adopted 
through the Vincentian Fresh Perspectives program 
are rental properties. In the majority of the cases, 
we are unable to make any improvements to the 
homes other than paint one wall in each room a 
neutral accent color and to hang curtains.   

 
The most obvious way to enhance a home other than 
paint would be to bring the necessary creature com-
forts to make a house a home.   
 
But, we also want to reach each child and make them 
feel special.   
 
On our initial home visit, we interview each child and 
find out what their likes and dislikes are and then we 
create art that can be hung on their walls giving each 
child’s room décor to match that child’s personality.  
When that child sees their previously drab and undeco-
rated room transformed into a room that reflects their 
personality, that child’s face lights up the entire room.  
  
St. Vincent de Paul is very lucky in that there seems to 

be an artist in each group that adopts a project.  They 

are truly responsible for bringing joy to the faces of the 

children we serve.

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Multitasking is a term used quite a bit in society today.  Essentially, it refers to the ability of a 
person to juggle many tasks at the same time.  This skill has high value in most industries.   
I was first introduced to the term in the late sixties.  Prior to working for the Society of  
St. Vincent de Paul, I had a 25 year career working with computers.  In the late sixties, the 
idea of having computers perform multiple tasks at the same time was introduced.  The fact of 
the matter is that computers can  perform only one task at a time.  The speed of computers 
(referred to in nanoseconds) allows designers to share computer control by focusing a portion 
of a second (x nanoseconds) on one task and then move on to another task.  Thus, during a 
given time period, the computer would work on many different tasks simply by splitting its 
time between them. 
 
With human beings, the concept is essentially the same.  Our brain activity can only be  
focused on one task at a time.  We can split our time into segments and devote some time to 
one task and sometime to another task.  Those individuals who are referred to as multitaskers 
are able to juggle a number of different responsibilities at the same time and keep good track 
of each.  As indicated earlier, the ability to multitask has high value in most industries. 
 
The problem with multitasking is that it is extremely difficult to give 100% to every task.  And, 
for the most part, that is okay.  The idea is that you are still accomplishing a lot more than 
simply focusing on one task only. 
 
Our spiritual life is a little different.  Most everyone has heard the phrase “My God is a jealous 

God.”  God truly wants 100% of us.  He wants us totally – heart, mind and soul.  When we are 

at church, at prayer, in meditation, or just reading spiritual material, He wants us devoted to 

Him alone.  He is not satisfied with being one of a number of the many things we juggle in our 

lives.  It doesn’t matter how good we are at scheduling and performing our many daily chal-

lenges.  When it comes to our relationship with God, He wants our full attention. So, when you 

are in church, at prayer, in meditation, or just reading about Him, devote yourself totally to 

that.  Don’t multitask your God!

October marks the beginning of a Vincentian new fiscal year and, as conferences, councils and Vincentians, we are 
called to review the past year with an eye to the future. Our Rule clearly challenges us to ongoing evaluation and 
growth when it states: At least once each year, each Conference and Council must evaluate their service to the mem-
bers, to the poor, the effectiveness of their special works, etc., and explore new ways to provide better service.  They 
should also consider new types of needs they may seek to alleviate and how to find those who are in need. (Rule: Part 3, 

Statute 22) 

 
In conducting this evaluation process, we must ask ourselves essential questions and answer them honestly. Questions 
such as: 

 Are the poor being found? 

 Are the poor being effectively assisted? 

 Does our conference or council have sufficient members? 

 Do members attend the meetings regularly? 

 Are we constantly looking for new, especially young members? 

 Is the spiritual advisor actively involved in our conference/council and its works? 

 Can our conference/council see beyond its own local needs? 

 Do we collaborate with other groups and organizations? 

 Are our conference/council works known to others? 
Are we leading others to serve the poor? 
1     (adapted from  Vincentian Leadership Council President Handbook p. 24) 

2 Additionally, our Manual  delineates points for evaluating the effectiveness of our conferences. According to these 
guidelines, effective conferences are:  

1. reachable 

2. meet regularly 

3. are committed to spiritual growth 

4. show initiative 

5. are committed to ongoing formation 

6. continuously recruit new members 

7. have competent leaders 

8. maintain ties to their community 

9. actively and regularly participate in their District & Diocesan Council activities 

10. understand the national and international dimensions of the Society 

      are both wealthy and poor (adapted for the Manual p. 29-30) 
 
The Society of St. Vincent de Paul was not founded to be a static monument to the Lord, our patron or our founder, but 
rather to be a living, growing sign of God’s love to the world. Individual Vincentians as well as our conference and coun-
cils are called to continual growth in holiness and service. In order to increase in holiness and service, we must con-
stantly review our Society’s mission and vision, evaluate our past and our present so as to set goals for the future. 
 
Let us pledge ourselves to continual growth so that we may magnify and reflect more clearly the generosity and living 
presence of the Lord. Let us strive to eliminate obstacles, negativity and phrases such as “we can’t” and “we have al-
ways done it that way”  from our vocabulary and replace them with the question “What is God calling us to do today so 
that we may grow closer to Him and better serve those whom He has entrusted to our care?” For truly, in God all things 
are possible and with His grace we are already fully equipped to do His will.

National Legislative Update  

 
A summary of activity in the U.S. Congress of interest to the members and mission of the So-

ciety of St. Vincent de Paul 
 

Census Bureau Report: More People Living in Poverty 

The most recent numbers from the U.S. Census Bureau reflect the continuing impact of the Great Recession as 
the nation's poverty rate increased for the third consecutive year, reaching 15.1 percent.   
  
Released on Sept. 13, the 2010 Current Population Survey (CPS), which includes data on income, poverty and 
health insurance, showed that there are now roughly 46.2 million people living in poverty in America -- the larg-
est number in 52 years. 
  
Perhaps even more troubling is the rising rate of child poverty, up from 20.7 percent in 2009 to 22.0 percent in 
2010. This marks the entrance of 900,000 new children into poverty.   
  
Other important trends from the data include declining income and greater numbers of people without health 
insurance. The median household income declined by 2.3 percent in 2010 relative to 2009, while the number of 
uninsured individuals increased by nearly 1 million.   
  
Over the next two weeks, the Census Bureau will continue to release more poverty data, including the 2010 
American Community Survey, which will include poverty rates by congressional district.

NOCRA Legislation Re-Introduced in the Senate 
 

On September 15, Sen. Robert P. Casey (D-PA) re-introduced the "National Opportunity and Community Re-
newal Act" (NOCRA). Originally introduced in September of last year, the legislation focuses on strategies to 
reform the safety net.  The aim of the bill is to provide strategies that are market-driven, results-oriented and 
locally controlled.   
    
Central components of NOCRA include:  
 

the implementation of individual opportunity plans for those living in poverty, enabling a locally controlled 
approach to service delivery; 

incentivizing innovating funding streams; and 
utilizing waivers to ensure limited resources are focused on precise areas of need.
