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“It is for your love alone that the poor will forgive you the bread you give them.”  (St. Vincent de Paul) 

  

Our Lady of Lourdes Conference received a call from a woman named “Joan”  
needing utility assistance. Jane and Norm the team of the day took the call and  
arranged the home visit. Joan discussed her situation and the team was able to  
assist with the utility payment as well as a bill for final payment to the rehabilitation 
center that her father had been residing in. While they were visiting and talking, 
Joan mentioned her father recently passed away and the family was unable to 
come up with the funds for burial. (Help us to love and respect them, to  
understand their deeper needs. -part of our Vincentian closing prayer).  It seems 
the funeral home was set up to prepare the body for burial and arrange for the  
purchase of a burial plot. 
 
Norm and Jane realized that they needed further assistance so they contacted  
Vincentian Support Services and spoke with Patricia Metrick. Patricia mentioned the 
file in her office that held quite a few titles to cemetery plots that were donated 
from individuals who no longer desired to keep them. These plots were initially  
given to Conferences and then passed onto Patricia.  
 
Patricia also mentioned that it would be a good idea for Norm and Jane to contact 
Jim Novotny, a Vincentian at St. Steven’s Conference, who also worked for many 
years with Catholic Cemeteries.  Jim worked with the team and helped the family 
with the arrangements from the funeral home.  
 
Things seemed to be going along well when Joan mentioned they wanted a Spanish 
funeral Mass but had no affiliation to a church. Patricia mentioned the Chapel on 
campus was available. On Wednesday morning, August 10th, at 10:00am the hearse 
pulled up along with 60 family members.  
 
Thank you to Fr. Pat Gavin, from St. Agnes who was available to celebrate the  
funeral liturgy. Also, thank you to Lars Arriola, an employee of Ozanam Manor, who 
assisted by saying the Rosary before the Mass in Spanish. Also assisting was Al 
Moreno, a Vincentian at St. Agnes, who helped with the flower arrangements, 
dressed the altar, and brought the wine and host that were to be consecrated. 
 
This is what can happen when Vincentians address deeper needs and network with 
one another.

I was thinking how God was cutting this one close 
and wondering how we could prioritize the little money we had 

for the many needs.   
 

We had a blood drive going on in our parish hall.  I decided to 
leave our SVdP office to donate blood, since they had a couple 

of no shows on their calendar.  I put a sign on the door in case 

guests showed up while I was gone.  As I entered the parish 
hall and signed in, I ran into a woman who was there to give 

blood; she approached me to say thanks on behalf of our 
church and conference for all the help we had given her and 

her ministry over the years. I will leave the specifics of her 

ministry out, but suffice it to say she has been doing a unique 
and important service for our community and beyond for many 

years.  
           

She asked me how our conference was doing.  I briefly  
explained our night's financial dilemma. She said her daughter 

would be stopping by shortly to give us a little something to 

thank our conference for helping her family out when they  
really needed it.  And just before she (the mom) left, she gave 

me note that enclosed a $100 bill, along with a note containing 
a statement and blessing that had an impact beyond the writ-

ten words.  As I finished giving blood and was ready to leave, 

the daughter came in and thanked me for the help our confer-
ence had given her, allowing her family to get back on their 

feet. Now that they were doing well, they wanted to return the 
favor and she asked how they could help.  I explained the  sit-

uation as I had to her mother.  She took out her check book 

and wrote out a check for $2,000.  I gave her a hug and she 
left as quickly as she came in. And I recalled what her mom 

had said in our earlier conversation - "there is no such thing as 
coincidence".  
  

And while I was away giving blood, our treasurer had stopped 
by the office, found two people waiting for help, and was able 

to assist them with the food boxes they needed.  God definitely 
helps those who help Him and He always knows when He is

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Dr. Brenda Combs  gives a special thank you at our  
Volunteer luncheon to St. Vincent de Paul for helping her 
when she was homeless and in need. 
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Over the past couple of years, I have noticed a new term creeping into our Vincentian vocabulary and 
that word is “sustainability”.  Traveling across the Diocese, I have heard this term used over and over 
in conference and district meetings and even in some of the discussions held during our recent West-
ern Regional Meeting.  So where does this term come from? Sustainability is a word that is tied to Fed-
eral Emergency Funds (FEMA) for those monies that are available in grant form and administered 
through a variety of organizations for the purpose of one time rental and utility assistance for families 
that are experiencing a single limited crisis.  While sustainability is a useful tool in accessing eligibility 
for FEMA funds, we must ask ourselves is it a term that is compatible with Vincentianism? 
 
From its very inception, the Society of St. Vincent de Paul has based itself in person-to-person ministry 
modeled after the life and teachings of Jesus. While we often collaborate with institutional partners, we 
are called to retain our own character and charisms. Our Rule reminds us of our roots and our found-
ing principles. 
 

 Vincentians should never forget that giving love, talents and time is more important than 
giving money.  Nevertheless, the Society uses money and property to help relieve the 
suffering of those in need. The Society’s funds must be handled with the utmost care, 
prudence and generosity.  Money must not be hoarded. Decisions regarding the use of 
money and property are to be made after reflection in light of the Gospel and Vincentian 
principles. (The Rule 3.14) 
 

Every day I challenge myself and ask God to give me the grace, strength and wisdom to see each fam-
ily through His eyes and to evaluate their requests in light of the Gospel mandate always keeping in 
mind that each family and each need is truly unique unto itself. As a Vincentian, I want to see Jesus’ 
face in each person that I serve and I pray that they in turn will see Jesus’ face in mine. How can I be 
a reflection of Jesus’ love if I base my decisions solely on secular and institutional criteria? 
 
It is clear that we cannot help everyone. We have limited resources, members and time. So how do we 
decide what is the best action in any given situation? The answer may not lie in questions regarding 
sustainability, how the family will pay their bills next month or even if our conference has helped them 
in the past year. The answer may lie simply in the reality of that situation for that day. Perhaps it is 
time for us to shift our thinking back to the heart of our vocation as Vincentians and away from more 
secular concepts of institutional assistance. Perhaps it is time for us to ask questions such as how can 
our conference be a sign of God’s love to this family, will our actions empower them for future growth, 
and/or will our funds be a good investment on their behalf. Instead of insulating ourselves with guide-
lines that prevent people from interacting with us, maybe we need to think of new and creative ways 
to diversify and expand our person-to-person services. 
 
Let us always keep in mind that none of us is really sustainable. In truth, each of us depends on God 
for everything. Even the air we breathe is only on loan to us. None of us know what tomorrow holds 
and, so like those whom we serve, we must work and trust that the providence and the love of God 
alone will sustain us. With that knowledge in mind, may we always make our decisions about funding 
by prayerfully placing ourselves in the mind frame and heart of our Lord himself.

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Our Phoenix Diocesan Council SVdP Thrift stores are doing exceptionally well due in part to the sup-
port of our conferences, councils and Vincentians. Over the past three years, our stores have made a 
dramatic turnaround, going from being a major financial drain on our resources to being a contribu-
tor of funds.

The only way that our stores can continue 
to be successful in the pursuit of this goal is if we step forward and offer our assistance. 
 
At the September 17th General Membership meeting, the SOS committee will offer tours of the Pro-
cessing Center. Come and see how the center works. On October 15th, we will host our annual Fall 
Thrift Store Volunteer Sign Up Saturday. We need Vincentians to volunteer to work in the stores to 
recruit and interact with potential volunteers and customers. We need you to send your family and 
friends to sign up that day to be a store volunteer or volunteer coordinator.  
 
In the greater Phoenix area, Goodwill, Salvation Army and enterprises such as Savers are all experi-
encing a significant down turn in product availability and decreases in sales and many have been 
forced to close their doors. And yet, our donations continue to come in as do our sales. Our dedicat-
ed employees, our loyal donors, our devoted customers and our faithful Vincentians have allowed us 
to thrive even in these uncertain times.  Now is the time to step it up a notch and get everyone you 
know involved in supporting our stores. Now is the time to ensure that we can hand off profitable 
stores to those who follow after us.

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Paths of HOPE: guiding clients to a brighter future

“We didn’t know what to do or where to turn,” recalls Todd as he sat on the 
bench in the yard watching his young daughters play. “[Paths of HOPE] gave us 
direction and the tools we needed to improve our lives. Now our lives are on 
track.” 
 
Like many of the clients St. Vincent de Paul assists every day, Todd and his 
wife Crystal couldn’t make ends meet. They were thousands in debt and living 
at a friend’s because they could no longer afford their rent. Fortunately, Todd 
and Crystal were referred to Paths of a HOPE.  
 
Paths of HOPE (Help Out of Poverty forEver) is a Catholic Charities program to help vulnerable individuals and 
families to permanently improve their financial situations and achieve a bright future through a continuum of fi-
nancial education, skill and resource building, planning and mentorship. Todd and Crystal started with financial 
education. They learned to set and achieve savings goals, even on a limited income. They also learned the power 
of budgeting. Todd and Crystal started paying down their debt and repairing their credit as they built their sav-
ings.  
 
The couple continued to chart their own path to a brighter future with next step in Paths of HOPE, the Getting 
Ahead in a Just-Getting-By World  workshop series. Todd and Crystal examined 11 life resources necessary for 
long-term prosperity, including health, education, spirituality, a good network and role models. With guidance, 
the couple began building these resources and planning for their future—what they wanted to accomplish: a 
stronger marriage, continuing their education, buying their own home.  
 
Today, Todd and Crystal have paid down most of their debt. Todd secured job with more pay and Crystal re-
turned to school to become a certified nursing assistant. Their marriage is strong and they are saving for a down 
payment on a home. 
 
Paths of HOPE programs are free. Programs are offered in English and Spanish. They are delivered by trained 
volunteers known as the HOPE Corps.
