During his visits, Santa will give each child a backpack, a new toy and a gift card to buy shoes from Payless. 

Some of the homeless and working poor families are among the 100 families who visit St. Vincent de 
Paul’s south central dining room for the family evening meal. Each weeknight, St. Vincent de Paul welcomes 
families to eat a wholesome dinner as a family – helping to provide some much needed family quality time. 
This is just one of five Valley dining rooms that provide approximately 56,000 meals a month to homeless 
and working poor individuals.
